Place and wash the foam filter
element in liquid detergent and
warm water, wrap it in a clean
cloth and squeeze it to dry it
completely. Then soak it in
clean engine oil, take it out
wrapping with a clean
absorbent cloth and squeeze
redundant engine oil.

Paper filter element:

Tap the hard surface of the filter
element for several times to
make the dirt fall off ., Do not
brush off the dirt with a brush as
doing so will make the dirt fall
into the filter paper. Replace the

filter element if it is too dirty.

3. Put back the filter element in
its assembly.

4. Put the air cleaner cover in
place and fix it with nuts.
