VI. Storage and
transportation

Storage

least once every 2 weeks and
allowed it run for at least 20
minutes. Follow the instructions
below for a long term storage if
the pump will be out of service
for 2more months or more
longer.

Transportation

To prevent fuel spillage when
transporting or during temporary
storage, the pump should be
secured upright in its normal
operating position, with the
switches OFF.

When transporting:

Do not over fill the tank.

Avoid a place exposed to direct
sunlight when putting the pump
on a vehicle. If the pump is left
in an enclosed vehicle for many
hours, high temperature inside
the vehicle could cause fuel to
vaporize resulting in a possible
explosion.

Do not drive on a rough road for
an extended period with the
engine on board. If you must
transport the engine on a rough
road, drain the fuel from the
\engine beforehand. )

1. For pump of farm-oriented, engine and main parts are warranty
for 12 months, easy damage parts are warranty for 3 months, and
plastic parts are not in warranty.

Main parts: crankcase and cover, crankcase shaft, flywheel, the
pump body and the rack.

Easy damage parts: spark plug, oil sealing, gasket, rubber seal,
O-ring seal.

2.All damage caused by quality issue can service freely
maintaining during warranty.

3.Certain charges will happen when repairing or maintaining with
no invoice or expired warranty.

4.According to country's warranty law, if any exchange or return
caused by quality issue happened in 7-day's purchase, it must
keep all follows done, such as packed well, completed enclosed
parts and completed styling without any artificially damages.

D. Damages caused by over work condition when operate the
engine.
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E. Damage caused by changes without authorized or beyond any
rules and law.

F. Damages caused by using non-service parts provided by our
company.

G. Damages caused by not using recommended oil or fuel.

H. Defect caused by time goes, such as color faded or paint
surface rusted.

I. Damages caused by unresistant nature disasters, like
earthquake, typhoon, fire hazard and flood.

J. Damages caused by smudging, medicine, chemical production
or corrosion production.

K. Any inconformity between engine and warranty cards or invoice,
even changing marks on the warranty or invoice are not in
warranty.

L. Phenomenon caused by feelings but has no impact on engine
performance, like voice, vibration, oil leak)

M. Damages caused by storage, transportation, or long-term no
operation.

N. Engines from abnormal purchase

O. Engines that can operate after repairing with warranty expired.
